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If you are using an ILA to pay towards your course fees, there are a few simple rules you must follow:

: ILA can only be used for courses on the ILA database

: The decision to add, modify or delete a Cardonald College course on the ILA database is at 
  the sole discretion of the college.

: You cannot use an ILA for a course that has already started.

: Before you can apply to Cardonald College for a course for which you intend to use an ILA, 
  you must get written confirmation from ILA Scotland that you have been awarded an ILA

: On enrolment, you will be asked for your Individual Learning Account Number.  You will  

  also be asked for credit/debit card details as a guarantee of payment. 

: Once the college has booked onto the ILA database, ILA Scotland will post you a token (it 

  will be in the form of a letter with a detachable slip at the bottom). Please hand this token 

  into reception on the first day/evening of your class.  The credit/debit card details that you 

  gave when you enrolled will only be used if you fail to submit the ILA token to the Colllege  

  within 14 days of the start of your class.  Should you submit the token after this period and 

  before the expiry date on the token, the college will refund your credit/debit card payment.  

  Please ensure that you sign and date the voucher.
